“Whoever the Son of God sets free 1s free indeed. ” True freedom brings
about joy and blessings. (John 8:36)

(3) Obeying God’s Word — 7o say “yes” to God is the real secret to
freedom and joy. For example, God’s word says, “Children, obey your
parents in everything, for this pleases the Lord. ” When we decide to obey
our parents, God will surely enable us to do it. Then we will have the
freedom to do what is vight and also the freedom not to do what is wrong.
