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Bible Verse : John 6:40
The Father’s will is that everyone who looks to the Son
and believes in Him shall have eternal life, and I will raise
him up in the last day.

Proclaim : He that has the son of God shall have eternal life.

Truth:  God has given us eternal life; this eternal life is found in His Son.
Therefore, anyone who has the Son of God has eternal life.

Scripture Reference: Revelation 21:18-27
Lesson: (1) God Has Given Eternal Life — The Bible tells us that
when we have the Son of God, we have eternal life. By this, we understand that
eternal life is found in the Lord Jesus. Man does not have eternal life only after
he dies. Rather, anyone who truly believes in the Lord Jesus Christ already has
eternal life. (John 5:12)

(2) The Kingdom Life — The eternal life is also known as <Kingdom life>.
When a person allows the Lord God to govern his life and be his King, he has
become a citizen of God’s kingdom. In God’s kingdom there is peace, joy and
the surpassing great power of the Lord God. “That power is like the working
of his mighty strength, which He exerted in Christ when He raised Him from
the dead and seated him at His right hand in the heavenly realms”.

(Ephesians 1:20)

(3) The Glorious Life — The Bible tells us that in God’s eternity, there is no
darkness because God is holy and He is love. Everything unclean and
everyone that does evil shall not enter into eternity. That is why we must
choose to leave the evil and hateful things. (Revelation 21:23-27)

(4) The Filling Of The Holy Spirit — Eternal life is a life that has the presence of
God’s Holy Spirit. The Lord God said, 'In the last days, I will pour out my
Spirit on all people. Your sons and daughters will prophesy, your young men
will see visions...” The Lord God wants us to experience the filling of His
Holy Spirit within us everyday. (Acts 2:17-18)

Conclusion: He who has God’s Son has the eternal Kingdom life. Whoever wants to
experience the peace, joy and the power of God’s Kingdom must depend on
the Lord Jesus Christ, who lives inside us. Let us allow Him to rule our lives.
